Other areas of safety are: selecting a pistol that fits you and your needs, carrying and storing your concealed firearm, determining which ammunition would be best for you for practice and personal defense.  Dry fire rules and procedures will be covered to help you daily build your pistol skills without going to the range. 

> Self-confidence increases with good information.  While we are not lawyers and can’t give legal advice, we will cover the Federal and State laws you need to understand in carrying and if necessary using your pistol in a confrontation.  Some subjects covered: where can I carry concealed and where I may not, the laws related to the use of deadly force and what to expect after a shooting.  What are some techniques for avoiding a confrontation?  How do I become more aware of potential dangers around me?  What are the tactics I can use to avoid confrontation and maintain my personal security?  What are the moral and ethical decisions involved with the use of deadly force?  How do I prepare myself now to avoid being a victim in the future?

> This course covers the basic pistol handling skills like: loading, safely unloading, reloading, clearing the three main types of semi-automatic pistol malfunctions, status checking your pistol, grip, stance, drawing from a holster, drawing from concealment, accurately firing and hitting your target.

While you may plan to carry a revolver instead of a semi-auto, we would prefer that you bring a semi-auto for the class.  The skills and confidence you will gain from learning with a semi-auto can be easily transferred to your revolver.

You are required to attend the entire 16 hour class, pass a written exam and demonstrate your competency by firing in one or both categories of revolver and semi-auto.  The pistol you carry must be the same caliber (or smaller) and in the category you qualified.  We recommend you qualify with both a .45 revolver and semi-auto. Upon your successful completion of the class, you will have all the forms necessary to apply for a New Mexico Concealed Carry Weapon permit.

>
200 rounds of target ammunition for practice and drills (NO RELOADS, Wolf, or hollow-points).  If you need ammunition, call us.

50 rounds of 45 ACP for qualification (NO RELOADS, Wolf, or hollow-points).  A 45 ACP pistol in both categories will be available.  If you wish to qualify with a smaller caliber you will need 25 rounds for each category.  If you need 45ACP ammunition, call us.
